Marisa DeFilippis found the interactive Leadership Warren ses-
sions to be a welcome change of pace.

“It wasn’t just teaching. We discussed things,” she said.

The event that Marisa recalled as “different and exciting” was a visit 
to the Warren County jail.

Michael Schimmenti, whose career goals include civil engineering, 
said he developed new friendships and was made aware of parts 
of the county that he knew little about. According to Michael, the 
program also served its purpose in exposing its participants to 
what the future holds.

“It reinforced the real world. We learned things that we wouldn’t 
learn in school like what employers are looking for,” said Michael.

The North Warren Leadership Warren Youth program is facilitated 
by Amy Horn, the school’s Gifted and Talented Coordinator and 
Career Counselor who encourages participation not only by North 
Warren students, but other high schools as well.

“Leadership Warren Youth does require a commitment,” Horn said. 
“But it looks great on a college application or resume.”

Baker Federal Credit Union Offers  
Solid Savings Options

Baker Federal Credit Union in Phillipsburg has served as 
a financial haven for Warren County savers and investors 
for nearly five decades. Founded in 1961 for the employ-
ees of JT Baker (now Covidian), the credit union opened 
up its membership to employees of other businesses in 
1996 and then to the general public in 2006.

“Anyone who lives, works, attends school, or worships in 
Warren County can become a member as well as anyone re-
lated to them,” said Edna Baylor, New Accounts and Business Development Coordinator. 

Unlike banks, credit unions are not-for-profit, member-owned, but Federally insured, in-
stitutions governed by a volunteer member-based board of directors. This structure en-
ables them to offer the same services as banks but with higher yields on accounts and lower 
interest rates on loans.

“The profit goes right back to the members,” said Baylor. 

Baker currently serves about 3,000 customers. Offerings include savings, checking, IRA 
and CD accounts, and Christmas and Vacation clubs as well as special incentive-driven 
savings plans for children, adolescents and young adults. It also offers the traditional array 
of loans, including auto, home equity, mortgage and personal along with lines of credit 
and credit cards. 

Baylor, who wears many hats at Baker, is responsible for promotion and new business 
development. Although, the credit union does advertise, she noted that word-of-mouth 
tends to be the best marketing tool.

“Most of our new business is made up of local residents or referrals,” she said.

Like most businesses in this economy, Baylor said that the credit union is experiencing a 
decline in new customers, although business is still growing. Baker also faces competition 
from other credit unions, on-line financial services and, of course, banks, which offer the 
convenience of multiple locations. Baylor said that Baker’s strategy is to meet this challenge 
by continuing to be proactive and setting goals. In the long run, she noted that Baker’s more 
attractive interest rates and ability to provide a personal touch make the difference.

“We may only have one branch,” she said. “But we make up for it in customer service.”
